22.  nylon  (n) – an artificial cloth used especially to make clothes, ropes, and brushes
23.  velvet  (n) – a cloth usually made from silk or cotton with a thick, soft surface
24. wool (n) – thick thread or material that is made from animal’s hair

26. high-heeled (adj) – women’s shoes in which the heels are raised high off the ground
27. long-sleeved (adj) – having long sleeves

30. trousersuit (n) – a matching jacket and pair of trousers that is worn by women on formal occasions

48. buckle (n) –a piece of metal or plastic on a shoe attached to one end of a belt or strap
49. laces (n pl) – a string that you use to fasten openings, especially in shoes, by putting it through two lines of small holes and tying the ends together
50. turn-ups (n pl) –the end of a trouser leg folded upwards on the outside
51. collar (n) –the part of a shirt, blouse, jacket or coat which fits round the neck and is usually folded over
52.  strap (n) – a strip of leather, cloth, or other flexible material, used to fasten, secure, or carry something 
53. button (n) – a small, usually circular object used to fasten something, for example a shirt or coat
