1. app (application)  – a computer program designed to do a particular job
2. autocomplete – a software function that completes words automatically using the information that has been typed before
3. blog – a website containing a diary or journal on a particular subject
4. browser – a piece of computer software that you use to search for information on the Internet
5. data -  information, especially facts or numbers, collected to be examined and considered;  information in an electronic form that can be stored and used by a computer
6. desktop – 1) the top of a desk; 2) a computer screen on which you can see icons 
7. desktop computer – a computer that can fit on a desk 
8. link – a connection between documents, or between different parts of the same document
9. network – a number of computers that are connected together so that information can be shared
10. podcast – a radio programme that is stored in a digital form that you can download from the internet and play on a computer or on an MP3player
11. social-networking site – a website that is designed to help people communicate and share information, photographs, etc. with a group
12. USB port – a part of a computer to which extra devices such as printers, scanners, and digital cameras can be connected easily
13. username – a name or other word that you need to type in along with a password to be allowed to use a computer or a website
14. web page – a page of information on the Internet about a particular subject, that forms a part of a website
15. webcam – a camera that records moving pictures and sound and allows these to be broadcast on the Internet as they happen
16. Wi-Fi – a system for connecting electronic equipment such as computers and electronic organizers to the Internet without using wires
17. geek – someone who is skilled with computers, and who seems more interested in them than in people 
18. Wi-Fi hotspot – an Internet access point that is found in public places like cafés, hotels, airports, etc.  
19. locate – to find out the exact position of sth  
20. install – to put a computer program onto a computer so that the computer can use it
21. webmaster – someone whose job is to manage a website 
22. bookmark – to make a record of the address of a web page on your computer so that you can find it again easily  
23. file-sharing network – a network in which you can share digital files with other users, commonly used for downloading free music and films 
24. subscribe (to) – to pay money to an organization in order to receive a product, use a service regularly; to arrange for access to an online service
25. case sensitive – describes a computer program that can recognize if a letter is capital or small
26. data storage – a piece of computer equipment on which information can be stored
27. hard drive – a  part of a computer that reads information on a hard disk, or a separate device that can be connected to a computer in order to do this
28. LED display – a screen for showing text or pictures that uses a light-emitting diode
29. LCD display – a screen for showing text or pictures that uses a liquid that becomes dark when an electric current flows across it
30. RAM (random access memory) – a type of computer memory that can be searched in any order and changed as necessary
31. sub-zero – below zero
32. co-founder – a person who founded an organization, etc. together with sb else 
33. pseudo-science – a system of thought or a theory that is not formed in a scientific way
34. semi-conductor – a material, such as silicon, that allows electricity to move through it more easily when its temperature increases, or an electronic device from this material  
35. mini-break – a very short holiday
36. semicircle – half a circle 
37. autofocus – an automatic focusing system on a camera 
38. subtitles – words shown at the bottom of a film or television picture to explain what is being said
39. eradicate – destroy completely; put an end to
40. life expectancy – the average period that a person may expect to live
41. run out – to finish, use, or sell all of sth, so that there is none left
42. alarm clock – a clock that you can set to wake you up at a particular time with a loud noise
43. can opener – a tool for opening metal containers of food
44. tape measure – a strip of plastic or metal used for measuring that can be rolled up when not being used
45. light switch – a device for making and breaking the connection in an electric circuit
46. newsreel – a short film that consists of news reports, usually one that was made in the past for showing in a cinema
47. shortage – a situation where there is not enough of sth
48. reveal – make previously unknown or secret information known to others
49. zero-emission – (about a vehicle) not producing any harmful gases  
50. ice-cap – a thick layer of ice that permanently covers an area of land
51. processed food – food which goes through many complex processing steps and often contains artificial additives
52. fossil fuels – fuel such as coal, gas or oil that was formed underground from plant and animal remains millions of years ago
53. fare – the money that you pay for a journey in a vehicle such as a bus or a train 
54. carbon emission – carbon dioxide that planes, cars, factories, etc. produce, thought to be harmful to the environment
55. reduce – make it smaller in size or amount, or less in degree
56. geneticist – a person who studies genetics
57. genetic code – the arrangement of genes that controls the development of characteristics and qualities in a living thing
58. treat – to use drugs, exercises, etc. to cure a person of a disease
59. physicist – a person who studies physics or whose job is connected with physics 
60. species – a group of plants or animals that all the same and that can breed together 
61. extinct – not existing any more
62. extinction – a situation in which sth no longer exists 
63. access – the right or opportunity to use or look at sth 
64. search engine – a computer program that finds information on the Internet by looking for words that you have typed in 
65. suffer – to experience physical or mental pain; to experience or show the effects of sth bad 
66. catastrophe – a sudden event that causes very great trouble or destruction 
67. replace – to take the place of sth, or put sth or sb in the place of sth or sb else 
68. provide (sb with sth; sth for sb) – give sth to sb or make sth available to sb
