1. telesales operator – a person who sells company's products or services by telephone, either by phoning possible customers or by answering calls from customers

24. supervise – observe and direct the work of someone
25. badly-paid – earning or paying little money 
26. tedious – boring or dull and rather frustrating
27. menial – not requiring much skill and lacking prestige
28. archaeologist – someone who studies the buildings, graves, tools, and other objects of people who lived in the past
29. accountant – a person whose job is to keep or inspect financial accounts
30. childminder – a person who looks after children in their own house for payment
31. civil servant – a member of the civil service
32. porter – a person employed to carry luggage and other loads, especially in a railway station, airport, hotel, or market
33. flight attendant – a steward or stewardess on an aircraft
34. IT consultant – a person who deals with computers and software
35. mathematician – someone who studies, teaches, or is an expert in mathematics
36. optician – a person qualified to make and supply eyeglasses and contact lenses for correction of vision
