14. battery – a device that produces electricity to provide power for radios,cars, etc.
15. download – to copy or move programs or information from a larger computer system (Internet)to a smaller one
16. rewind – to make a recording go back towards the beginning or a particular place 
17. pause – to stop doing sth for a short time; to make a recording stop for a short time by pressing a button
18. store – to put or keep things (or information) in a special place (hard disk of a computer) to use them in the future
19. turn on / switch on – to start a device powered by electricity
20. turn up – to increase the level of sound or heat that a machine produces
21. take out – to remove something from somewhere
22. plug in – to connect a piece of electrical equipment to another piece of electrical equipment or to the main electricity supply

24. put away – to put something in the place where you usually keep it
25. turn off/ switch off – to stop a device powered by electricity

27. turn down – to reduce the level of sound or heat that a machine produces
28. pull out – to  take something out of or away from a place, especially using physical effort
29. pick up – to lift someone or something using your hands; (of a piece of electrical equipment) to receive a signal; to collect, or to go and get, someone or something
